Target Top 10, 15 or ?? 

• Top 10 = 17/39 counties receive funding (60.5% of F/S ROR crashes)
• Top 15 = 24/39 counties receive funding (79.7% of F/S ROR crashes)
• Top 20 = 29/39 counties receive funding (91.9% of F/S ROR crashes)
• Top 25 = 34/39 counties receive funding (97.5% of F/S ROR crashes)
• Intersection Top 10 = 17/39 counties that would receive funding if the same 

type of program were used for intersection-related crashes

• Distribute Funds to Each of the Top Counties based on Sliding Scale with 
maximum and minimum funding levels
